officiated, but in the Championship all 6 put the
horses in their order of preference so there could
have been some upsets of the original results.

The next day we packed up and travelled in four
mini buses to our first overnight stop in Stovepipe
Springs in Death Valley.  This was my first visit and
I found it extremely interesting to see this vast barren
area, which we managed to see in more detail early
the next morning on a two hour pony trek.  I rode a
roan called Lefty who was 28 years old and still going
strong, but we did only walk.
We drove through magnificent scenery to our next
destination of Kernville and then on to the Pacific
Coast at San Simeon.  Our hotel was right on the
beach in an amazing position and we had a
wonderful day here which included a visit to a
farmers’ market at a local town in the afternoon.
From here we went on to our first Stud Visit in the
Santa Ynez valley. This was at SILVER MAPLE
FARM where we were made very welcome by
Christie & Henry Metz.  About 20 horses were shown
to us in their arena and then we were free to wander
round the stables, barns & paddocks.  Among the
beautiful horses we saw the stallions ANSATA NILE
PHAROAH, SIMEON SHAI and BB THEE
RENEGADE. The latter lives out all the time as he
is happier that way.  Also notable was a foal whose
mother didn’t like him so he lived with Annie the goat,
who was much naughtier and more difficult to catch
than the foal.
The next day we had two stud visits.  In the morning
we visited Evergreen Arabians and walked round
the fields admiring the young stock and mares and
foals.  We saw one 3 day old foal with his mother
and in another field his two full brother and sister
foals born after embryo transplants.  Very strange!
Our final stud visit was to Om El Arab International
where we were very generously entertained by Jay
& Sigi Constanti & their family.  We had a display of
horses and then wandered round their stables. We
were very impressed with the stallions who were so
quiet & gentle and most are ridden several times a
week.  Andrea’s favourite was the magnificent grey
ESTOPASAN (Rastano/Estopa) one of the first foals
to be born by embryo transplant.  He was presented
to us by Sigi’s daughter who showed him under

saddle when she was quite young and he looked
after her very well.
We were coming to the end of the trip and visited
the Danish type town Solvang, Santa Barbara and
finally Los Angeles from where we flew home.  I’m
sure that everybody agreed with me that it was a
fantastic holiday & we are all very grateful to Albert
& Bob for organising it.
